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TEASER

FADE IN:

INT. THE ENTERPRISE - LIGHTHART’S QUARTERS

Inside the painfully efficient quarters we find LIGHTHART 
seated at a table near her window.  Across from her is an 
early middle-age Romulan with straight cut black hair - 
TEMAR.

Lighthart sits, her back to the window.  She sifts through 
several PADDs.

LIGHTHART
Based on the first round of 
competencies, it looks like your 
team is familiar enough with 
transwarp theory, but need some 
training on basic hub operations.

She glances up to find Temar staring blankly out the window 
at the awesome, colorful, transwarp corridor.

LIGHTHART (CONT'D)
So I recommend that they all be 
fired out the nearest airlock as 
quickly as possible.

Temar doesn't reply.

LIGHTHART (CONT'D)
(loudly)

Temar.

The Romulan turns, startled.

TEMAR
Yes, of course.  That would be 
fine, Commander.

Marissa scowls.

LIGHTHART
It would be fine to fire your team 
out of the nearest airlock?

Temar forces a sheepish grin; he's busted.

TEMAR
I apologize.  The conduit is very 
distracting - beautiful and 
terrifying all at once.  



I must admit, the past month aboard 
the Enterprise has been more 
wondrous than my entire serona.

LIGHTHART
Serona...?

TEMAR
A five year service term.  I was 
part of the Tal Diann, the Navy's 
military intelligence unit.

LIGHTHART
That's a long way from engineering.

TEMAR
Not so much as you’d imagine - if 
you serve in the Navy, you are an 
intelligence operative.  But it’s 
true, I did not begin as an 
engineer.  My outpost was in poor 
repair, and I often had to get 
creative.  I developed a knack for 
making something out of nothing.  
When I returned to civilian life, I 
decided to pursue a career in 
engineering.

Lighthart's gaze has long since returned to her PADDs.

LIGHTHART
I see.

TEMAR
I’m surprised you aren’t more 
impressed by this occasion.  You’re 
one of the primary reasons this 
technology exists.

As Lighthart talks, we see an object appear in the distance, 
growing larger and larger as we approach.  Temar watches it 
with concern as Lighthart continues.  Something isn't right.

LIGHTHART
The touchy-feely, isn’t-it-amazing 
crap wore off a long time ago.  
I’ve been through dozens of 
transwarp tunnels, and not all of 
them were pretty and pleasant.

(glancing up)
There’s very little out there that 
surprises... me...

(sees the debris)
Holy shit!
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TEMAR (CONT'D)



The object SMASHES against the Enterprise, dimming the lights 
and throwing the two to the floor.  Temar helps Lighthart to 
her feet.

LIGHTHART (CONT'D)
What the hell was that?

TEMAR
Do I detect surprise?

She scowls and pulls out of his grip.

INT. THE ENTERPRISE - BRIDGE - MOMENTS LATER

The bridge is in chaos.  The viewscreen is dark, and SALEA 
struggles with the HGS system to keep the ship on track. KYLE 
SITO sits on the edge of his seat, his attention on Ensign 
CELESTE KELLY at OPS.

SITO
What happened?

KELLY
It looks like a piece of debris hit 
us.

SITO
Debris?  In a transwarp conduit?

Kelly works on her console, then sighs in frustration.

KELLY
Whatever it was, it's too far 
behind us to get a positive...

(beat; then, urgent)
Another piece, incoming!

SITO
Brace yourselves!

EXT. THE ENTERPRISE

In front of the ship, several more objects - hull fragments 
by the look of them - smash into the ship!

INT. THE ENTERPRISE - BRIDGE

The bridge rocks again at the impact.
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RIKILIS
(over comm)

Engineering to bridge!  What’s 
happening up there?

SITO
We've encountered some kind of 
debris.

RIKILIS
(over comm)

Inside our own transwarp conduit?  
Impossible!

SITO
All things being equal, I would 
agree. Nevertheless, it's there.

RIKILIS
(over comm)

We cannot endure another hit.  I’m 
taking the engines offline.

SITO
Very well.

(to Salea)
Slow us down.  Bring us out of the 
corridor.

SALEA
Aye, Sir.

Salea works her tentacles through the holographic display 
grid.  The ship slows.

EXT. THE ENTERPRISE

The saucer nacelles go dark, then slowly begin to retract. 
Yet, the Enterprise remains in the corridor.

INT. THE ENTERPRISE - BRIDGE

As before.

SALEA
Transwarp shutdown complete.

KELLY
(urgent)

Captain, according to sensors, 
we'll still inside the transwarp 
corridor.
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Sito glances back to her, then to Salea.

SITO
Can you confirm core shutdown?

SALEA
Yes, sir.  Transwarp engines are 
offline.

KELLY
(off console)

This can’t be right.  There’s 
another ship in the corridor!

SITO
What...?

KELLY
It's five thousand kilometers ahead 
of us.

Sito turns - sure enough, just outside the fore window of the 
bridge, another ship is creeping toward them.

SITO
Can we get a larger visual?

KELLY
I'm trying.  The corridor is 
affecting our screen resolution.

The viewer snaps on, but there's nothing but static.

KELLY (CONT'D)
I've scanned the ship.  Minimal 
power. No life signs.  It's been 
severely damaged - giant pieces of 
it are just gone.

(beat)
I think I've got it.

The static clears up.  We see the mangled, decaying form of 
what very clearly used to be a starship.  

It's a massive structure, and although much of the primary 
hull has been charred or destroyed, we can very clearly see 
four distinct nacelles - all of which are on-line. 

The bridge crew stares numbly at the haunting vision before 
them, each of them too afraid to speak what they fear.

SALEA
Could it be the Odyssey?
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Only silence.

SITO
Ensign, can you identify that ship?

(silence)
Ensign Kelly.

Kelly snaps out of it.

KELLY
Right.

(beat; off console)
Oh my god...

Kelly looks up to the viewer as though she's seen a ghost.

KELLY (CONT'D)
It’s us.  It’s the Enterprise.

Off the twisted carcass of the ship on the viewer...

FADE OUT.

END OF TEASER
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ACT ONE

FADE IN:

EXT. THE TRANSWARP CORRIDOR

The Enterprise hangs nose to nose with a twisted, mangled 
version of itself as if staring into a ghostly reflection.

SITO (V.O.)
Captain's Log, Stardate 95617.9.

(beat)
Nothing in my years of training to 
become a Bake'el Dao could have 
prepared me for this.  We have 
encountered another starship in 
this transwarp corridor - 
impossible by any standards.  Yet 
the greatest impossibility is 
Ensign Kelly's suggestion that this 
ship is, in fact, the Enterprise.

INT. THE ENTERPRISE - BRIEFING ROOM

The briefing room is a hive of activity in Sito's absence. 
RIKILIS, KAOL, and KOTH are present along with Lighthart, 
Kelly, ANDRADE, Peridonis, and Salea.

RIKILIS
(grumbling)

Where is the Captain?  This blasted 
Spiran tradition of arriving 
precisely on time and not a moment 
before gets more tiresome with 
every briefing.

PERIDONIS
The First will arrive when he will. 
It is not for us to question it.

ANDRADE
No, God forbid one of us ever 
question the almighty Sito.

The briefing room doors slide open and the chatter dies 
immediately.  Sito enters, touches his forehead, and takes 
his seat.  His face is confident, but there is a slight hint 
of concern deep in his eyes.

FRONTIERS - "Lonely Graves" - ACT ONE 7.



SITO
The purpose of this briefing is to 
discuss and determine the origin of 
the other vessel, its impact on our 
transwarp conduit, and the safest, 
most efficient way to get back on 
course to M106.

(beat)
Ensign Kelly has made a number of 
scans that lead her to believe the 
other vessel is in fact, the 
Enterprise.

RIKILIS
Preposterous.

SITO
Ensign, please explain your 
findings.

Kelly rises, moves to the viewer on the wall, and calls up 
her scan.  She seems a bit nervous.

KELLY
Well, um...I've run several scans 
on the other ship, trying to 
eliminate a few options.  
Unfortunately the corridor is 
messing up the sensor readings so I 
can't be completely positive about 
this.

RIKILIS
How reassuring.

KELLY
(shaken)

The, uh, other ship has a 
particular quantum resonance 
signature that is identical to our 
own.  So we can rule out the 
possibility that it's something 
pretending to be the Enterprise, 
like a shape shifter or something.  
The, uh, signature also rules out 
the possibility that the ship is 
from a different quantum universe, 
since it's identical to ours.

LIGHTHART
All that does is prove the ship's a 
ship.  It doesn't mean it's the 
Enterprise.
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KELLY
True.  For that, you have to look 
at the warp plasma.

SALEA
Doesn’t every ship have warp 
plasma?

KELLY
(growing in confidence)

Yes, but no ship has the same 
plasma.  When the fuel for our 
engines is developed, it's encoded 
with a particular signature to make 
identification possible.  It's a 
process that evolved from 
cataloging nuclear isotopes on 
Earth centuries ago.

SALEA
What about the fuel we make through 
the bussard's?

RIKILIS
Our processing system encodes it 
with the same signature as the fuel 
we're carrying.

(beat)
She's right, at least about this. 
Every ship has its own warp plasma 
signature that can't be duplicated.

KELLY
But the ship we encountered out 
there has the exact same plasma 
signature as we do.  
Additionally...

(changes the screen)
I've picked up what look like 
residual chronoton particles in the 
area.

SITO
Chronotons.  So this other 
Enterprise is from the future?

KELLY
It seems likely.

SITO
Do we know how far?
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KELLY
We’d need to gain access to their 
computers to determine that.

The implications sink in.  There is a deathly silence.

SITO
How stable is the other ship?  Is 
there any risk of a core breach?

KELLY
Not from what I saw.  The warp 
drive is the only thing functioning 
reliably.

Rikilis smiles.

RIKILIS
If it is another Enterprise, 
obviously there was another Rikilis 
in charge of the engines.

SITO
Our first priority is to learn what 
happened to that ship and what got 
them trapped in here.  Commanders 
Lighthart and Rikilis, head for 
their engine room.  Peridonis, you 
will accompany them.  If you 
determine it's safe to disengage 
their engines, do so.  You depart 
in ten minutes. Understood?

(nods)
Dismissed.

Everyone rises and leaves, with the exception of Sito and 
Koth.

SITO (CONT'D)
Is there something more, 
Ambassador?

KOTH
I was just thinking that it could 
be of benefit to learn more about 
what happened over there.  If they 
are from the future, their computer 
records are likely far more 
detailed than our own.  They could 
prove useful.  Perhaps you would 
consider sending a second away team 
to recover them?

Sito mulls this over.
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SITO
If their warp core is the only 
thing on-line, we'd have to 
establish a secondary power grid to 
retrieve the computer data.

KOTH
(knowing smile)

Yes, I believe that is true.

SITO
(realizes)

I suppose you have someone in mind 
for this job?

KOTH
I suspect that you do, Captain.

Koth bows briefly and withdraws.

INT. THE ENTERPRISE - SITO’S OFFICE

Sito sits behind his desk, reviewing something on his 
computer screen.  His door chime rings.

SITO
Come in.

Andrade enters, careful to stand so that he doesn't obstruct 
Sito's view.

ANDRADE
You wanted to see me, Captain?

SITO
It's been brought to my attention 
that if the other Enterprise is 
indeed from the future, it might be 
of benefit to us to try and 
download what we can from their 
computer system.

ANDRADE
Good idea.  But their power grid is 
completely fried.  I don't know how 
the transwarp core is still running 
but everything else is shot.  You'd 
have to set up some kind of jury- 
rigged power grid to get into their 
computer.
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SITO
I see.  And based on your knowledge 
of the Enterprise crew, who would 
be the best people to assign to 
this?

ANDRADE
(thoughtful)

Celeste is pretty well rounded. 
Since Rikilis is busy, she'd be my 
next choice.  And Salea knows her 
stuff too.

SITO
(curious)

Salea?

ANDRADE
Yes, sir.

(beat; awkward)
Sneaking into computer systems is 
kind of a hobby of hers.

SITO
That's not in her personnel file.

ANDRADE
No, it's not.  She may have 
mentioned it over drinks in Ten 
Forward.  I guess it gives her a 
rush or something.  But the skills 
are basically the same; she could 
retrieve their data faster than any 
of us.

SITO
What about establishing an 
alternate power grid?

ANDRADE
(more thoughtful)

Celeste might be able to help with 
that, but I don't think she could 
do it on her own.

SITO
Could you?

ANDRADE
(beat)

Could I...?  Yeah, I think so.

SITO
You think, or you know?
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ANDRADE
I can do it, Captain.

Sito is silent for a moment, as if carefully planning out his 
next words.

SITO
Well Commander, now that you've 
selected your away team members, I 
expect you to lead them.  Deploy a 
secondary power grid and download 
what information you can from their 
computer system.

ANDRADE
(confused)

You want me to lead an away team?

SITO
You commanded a starbase.  I would 
think you could handle a three-man 
away team.

ANDRADE
(still a bit confused)

All right.  I mean, yes sir.

SITO
Dismissed, Commander.

Andrade nods and wanders out the door.

INT. THE ENTERPRISE - BRIDGE - CONTINUOUS

Andrade enters the bridge, still a bit confused but anxious 
at the opportunity.

ANDRADE
Kelly, Salea, meet me in the 
transporter room in five minutes 
for an away mission.

The women exchange brief glances with each other, then at 
Andrade.

SALEA
Meet you?  For an away mission?

ANDRADE
That's right.  Five minutes.

KELLY
Um, which transporter room, sir?
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Bruce smiles sheepishly and shrugs.

ANDRADE
Whichever one is closest.

INT. THE ENTERPRISE - CORRIDOR - LATER

Bruce is striding down the corridor, tricorder and phaser in 
their respective holsters on his belt.  His head is high and 
his eyes show some confidence, but also a hint of 
trepidation.

KAOL (O.S.)
Commander.

Doctor KAOL joins Bruce from a nearby intersection.  Andrade 
slows his step only long enough for the Romulan to catch up.

ANDRADE
What is it, Doctor?

KAOL
I understand you're leading an away 
team to the other ship.

ANDRADE
That's right.  Word travels fast.

KAOL
Salea's going as well?

ANDRADE
Your point?

KAOL
I'd like to come with you, if you 
don't mind.

ANDRADE
Actually, I do.  We've got no time 
to wait for you to get your 
equipment.

Kaol produces a med kit.

KAOL
Already done, Commander.

(before Bruce can object)
There may be injuries over there.

ANDRADE
Sensors aren't picking up any life 
signs.
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KAOL
As I recall, they didn't pick up 
much in the way of lifesigns on 
Credalis IV, either.  Perhaps 
Commander Rikilis should have 
someone run a diagnostic.

Bruce stops, turns thoughtfully.

ANDRADE
Doctor...

KAOL
This is a tremendous opportunity 
the captain is granting you, 
considering your history with him.  
Perhaps if you were to show some 
initiative, think of something he 
didn't, the captain would be 
inclined to show more respect 
towards you.  If we do find someone 
alive over there, my presence could 
be the difference between life and 
death.

(knowing smile)
Imagine the captain's look when he 
sees how insightful it was of you 
to bring the doctor along.

ANDRADE
(long beat)

Are you sure you aren’t really a 
Romulan politician, not a doctor?

(Kaol smirks)
All right - let’s go.

The two head off.

INT. THE ENTERPRISE - TRANSPORTER ROOM - MOMENTS LATER

Bruce and Kaol enter.  Salea and Kelly are two steps behind. 
We find Lighthart, Peridonis, and Rikilis already assembled 
and on the pad.  All of them are wearing protective 
environmental suits.  Lighthart scowls.

LIGHTHART
Sito didn't tell me he was 
expanding my team.

ANDRADE
He's not.  He asked me to lead a 
second team, to try and get into 
their computer system.
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LIGHTHART
(disbelieving)

He asked you?  Wow.

ANDRADE
What's that supposed to mean?

LIGHTHART
I’m just surprised.  I thought Sito 
had better sense than to send you 
over there with any real 
responsibilities.

Bruce is about to fire back, but Salea steps forward.

SALEA
He has sense enough to send you.

LIGHTHART
He knows I'll get the job done.

SALEA
You sure it’s not just so he can be 
rid of your mouth for ten minutes?

LIGHTHART
Do you think you're funny, 
*Lieutenant* Commander?

Salea chuckles when Lighthart emphasizes the 'Lieutenant'.

SALEA
I thought only men compared the 
size of their phaser rifles.

Lighthart looks like she's about to explode, but she calms 
herself.

LIGHTHART
(to Bruce)

Stay out of my way over there, 
Andrade.

She nods to the transporter chief, and her team vanishes into 
blue light. Bruce casts a sidelong glance at Salea.

ANDRADE
Phaser rifles?

The Tikaran smiles coyly and steps over to the lockers to get 
an evo-suit.
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INT. THE OTHER ENTERPRISE - CORRIDOR

Four beams of light materialize in this twisted, dark 
corridor.  The ship is pitch black, with the only light 
coming from the hand-held's and helmet lights from 
Lighthart’s team. 

Andrade's team finishes materializing.  They take in their 
surroundings.

ANDRADE
We need to get some working lights 
over here.

RIKILIS
My team is standing by to beam over 
with them as soon as we are assured 
Engineering is safe.

ANDRADE
Great.  What about us?

LIGHTHART
It's not our job to make provisions 
for your team, Commander.

Lighthart turns and motions Rikilis and Peridonis to follow 
her.

LIGHTHART (CONT'D)
(turning back)

I assume you know the way to the 
bridge.  You’ve been there once or 
twice, right?

Without waiting for an answer, she leads her team in the 
other direction.

KAOL
I had no idea Starfleet women could 
be so ruthless and vindictive.

SALEA
(dryly)

At certain times of the month, 
EVERY human woman is ruthless and 
vindictive.

ANDRADE
Where the hell are we, anyway?

KELLY
Deck twenty-seven, section nine.
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Andrade groans; not what he wanted to hear.

KELLY (CONT'D)
It was designated the safest beam-
in point on the entire ship.

ANDRADE
Swell.

(sighs)
Well, let's get moving.  We've got 
a lot of ground to cover.

Andrade and Celeste take point, with Celeste operating her 
environmental suit's built-in tricorder.

INT. THE OTHER ENTERPRISE - CORRIDORS - LATER

Our focus falls to a small access panel in this devastated 
corridor.  A great deal of light pours in from somewhere 
behind us. 

A BANG.  Another.  With the third, the access panel flies off 
and clatters across the floor.  

Andrade emerges, with his teammates close behind.  When he 
stands, he stops dead and turns white.

ANDRADE
Oh, god...

The others, too, seem mystified.  A brief angle change 
reveals that they are standing in a room that has been ripped 
open to space.  

Outside, we can see a very small portion of the still-
functioning Enterprise ahead of us, as well as the transwarp 
corridor in which both ships are trapped.

SALEA
It's...incredible.

ANDRADE
I think I'm gonna be sick...

KELLY
There are no forcefields operating 
in here, Sir.  We're open to space.

Andrade groans.

ANDRADE
Where to next, then?
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KELLY
There should be a floor panel 
around here that leads into the 
maintenance crawl ways.  From 
there, we can access Jeffries Tube 
seventeen, which connects to the 
saucer section. Then it's only 
seven more decks to the primary 
computer core.

Andrade rushes over to the floor panel and rips it out, then 
slips inside.  The others follow, save for Salea.  She stares 
at the corridor, not looking at any one point.  Her eyes 
glaze over as a ghostly voice rings in her ears.

SALEA (V.O.)
The HGS is overloading!  I have to 
take us out of transwarp!

A hand reaches out and touches her arm.  Salea jumps and 
turns to find Kaol.

KAOL
Are you all right?

SALEA
Fine.  Just thought I heard 
something.

INT. THE OTHER ENTERPRISE - MAIN ENGINEERING

The light from the still-active warp core illuminates the 
otherwise deadened engine room.  Deadened, not just because 
of the charred black panels or holes in the bulkheads, but 
because of the myriad corpses that litter the ground. 

At least two dozen engineers are strewn throughout the large, 
open room.  Some rest against walls, others are in the middle 
of the floor. 

The door to the engine room slides open and Lighthart enters. 
Rikilis and Peridonis are half a step behind her.  Lighthart 
squirms and waves her hand in front of her helmet.  Rikilis 
cringes a bit as well.

LIGHTHART
I thought these helmets had 
filtration systems to keep stale 
air out.
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PERIDONIS
The stench of death is upon this 
room.  No filtration system can 
withstand it.

RIKILIS
Superstitious nonsense.

Rikilis enters the room and shines his light around.  If 
seeing his staff thrown about the room affects him, he does a 
commendable job of hiding it.

RIKILIS (CONT'D)
The primary core shutdown systems 
are over there.

(he nods)
I should be able to collapse the 
corridor from there.

LIGHTHART
Then let's get to work.  The sooner 
we get out of here, the sooner we 
get back to fresh air.

RIKILIS
I wouldn't call starship air fresh, 
Comm...

He stops short.  He's staring at a fallen body.  Lighthart 
joins him.  She looks down and gasps.  Staring up at them are 
the hollow eyes of a dead Tellarite.

LIGHTHART
Rikilis...

The living Rikilis stares at his own dead body with 
unreadable eyes.  His body quivers slightly, as we...

FADE OUT.

END OF ACT ONE
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ACT TWO

FADE IN:

INT. THE OTHER ENTERPRISE - MAIN ENGINEERING

Rikilis and Lighthart continue to stand above the dead 
engineer's form.  The Tellarite is silent.

LIGHTHART
Rikilis, we need to keep moving.

(silence)
Rikilis?

Peridonis observes this for a moment, then sets her phaser to 
its highest setting and marches up to the body.  Lighthart 
sees her.

LIGHTHART (CONT'D)
What are you...?

Before she can get the question out, Peridonis fires the 
phaser.  The fallen Rikilis is engulfed in a powerful beam, 
which eats away at the body until it has been completely 
vaporized. Rikilis blinks, still staring at the floor.

LIGHTHART (CONT'D)
That body could have been examined 
on the Enterprise.  It could have 
given us some idea what happened 
here.

PERIDONIS
The body was a distraction.  
Commander Rikilis could not 
concentrate.  It had to be removed.

LIGHTHART
In case you've forgotten who...

RIKILIS
It's all right, Commander.  She did 
the right thing.

(beat)
There is no shortage of bodies over 
here, if you feel an autopsy would 
be of use to us.

Rikilis moves slowly toward the core.
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INT. THE OTHER ENTERPRISE - CORRIDORS

Andrade, Kaol, Salea, and Kelly force their way through a 
door and step out into a corridor littered with the bodies of 
Enterprise crew members.  

The corridor stretches out into the darkness beyond our field 
of vision, and so do the fallen crew members. The away team 
stops in horror for a moment.  

Kaol is the first to move,  pulling out his tricorder and 
scanning.

KAOL
They're all dead.

Andrade steps ahead of the team, looking at his fallen 
comrades.  Some of their eyes are open, their faces aghast.

ANDRADE
(sadly)

By Nebo's lonely mountain, on this 
side of Jordan's wave, in a vale in 
the land of Moab, there lies a 
lonely grave; but no man built that 
Sepulcher, and no man saw it e'er, 
for the angels of God upturned the 
sod and laid the dead man there.

Silence.  Then, Salea moves forward.

SALEA
Quite the poet.

ANDRADE
One of Brea’s favorites.  About a 
prophet from the Old Testament.

SALEA
It was beautiful.  So sad.

Kaol frowns as Salea sidles up to Bruce.  He clears his 
throat.

KAOL
Yes, it was touching.  But if we 
don't keep moving, we may end up in 
lonely graves of our own.  Ensign, 
are we close?

KELLY
The core is at the end of this 
corridor.  Another fifteen meters.
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INT. THE OTHER ENTERPRISE - COMPUTER CORE ROOM

This room is vast, the size of a cargo bay.  In the center of 
the room are a series of cylindrical structures, with access 
terminals at the base of each. 

Small lights bounce off of them, bringing them into 
visibility for a moment.  Andrade and his team arrive and 
begin unpacking their equipment.  Andrade activates his 
suit's built-in comm.

ANDRADE
Andrade to Enterprise.

SITO
(over comm)

Enterprise here.

ANDRADE
Captain, we've made it to the 
computer core.  We're going to need 
a handful of work lights to see 
what we're doing over here.

SITO
(over comm)

Send us your coordinates.  Have you 
found anything yet?

ANDRADE
Nothing at all, as of yet.  Sending 
our coordinates now.

SITO
(over comm)

Keep us informed.  Enterprise out.

Andrade removes a few small devices from his satchel, as Kaol 
approaches him.

KAOL
Why didn't you tell the captain 
about the bodies?

ANDRADE
Do you know Lieutenant Kristi 
Hamilton?

KAOL
Of course.
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ANDRADE
She's at the helm right now.  She's 
also scared silly to be this far 
away from home.  I'm sure the fact 
that we're stuck in a transwarp 
corridor hasn't helped matters.  If 
I would have told Sito about the 
bodies, she would have overheard, 
which would have made things worse. 
If something happens and the 
Enterprise needs to get out of here 
before we can get back, she'll need 
to be as calm as possible.

Kaol considers this, sees the wisdom behind it.

KAOL
Surprisingly insightful of you, 
Commander.

They are interrupted by the arrival of several work lights, 
which are beamed in just behind the away team's position. 
Celeste gets them set up at once, and Kaol assists her. Salea 
slides over to Bruce.

SALEA
You're just full of surprises 
today, aren't you?

ANDRADE
Am I?  I’m not trying to be.

SALEA
(big smile)

It’s okay.  I love surprises.

Nearby, Kaol is frowning at the hushed conversation.  He sets 
up a light and shines it directly onto Andrade and Salea. 
They squint and stand.  

Apparently satisfied, Kaol turns his attention to the young 
ensign next to him.

KAOL
You've not come to Sickbay for your 
physical, Ensign Kelly.

KELLY
(nervously)

Oh.  Well, I, uh had one right 
before I left Deep Space Six.  They 
said I didn't need another one.
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KAOL
That’s true.  But your medical file 
has some gaps in it I would like to 
talk with you about sometime, if 
you don't mind.

KELLY
Um, yeah.  Sure.  Sometime.

ANDRADE (O.S.)
Ensign, I could a use a hand with 
this power module.

Kelly forces a nervous smile and departs quickly from Kaol. 

INT. THE OTHER ENTERPRISE - MAIN ENGINEERING

A blank computer terminal is before us.  In seconds, a large, 
hairy fist pounds on it.

RIKILIS
Blast!  Why isn't this infernal 
contraption on-line?

LIGHTHART
I doubt hitting it will help.

RIKILIS
It certainly won't hurt.

Rikilis pounds the console again.  He glares at the warp 
core, which is still on-line and appears to be functioning 
perfectly.

RIKILIS (CONT'D)
This is impossible.  How can it be 
generating its own power?  All of 
the engineering systems are off-
line.

LIGHTHART
You're not used to this, are you?

RIKILIS
Not used to what?

LIGHTHART
Losing control.  I've seen you at 
work, Rikilis.  You have to know 
everything that's going on, be in 
charge of every detail.
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RIKILIS
I'm the Chief Engineer.  It's my 
job to know everything.

LIGHTHART
You and Sito are more alike than 
you think.

Rikilis scowls at Lighthart, but a loud BANG from somewhere 
prompts both of them to jump.

RIKILIS
What was that?

Lighthart draws her phaser as a shadow falls across the door. 
She swallows hard and prepares to fire. Peridonis steps in, 
prompting Lighthart to sigh with relief and holster her 
weapon.

LIGHTHART
Did you find anything?

PERIDONIS
Yes.  Forty-seven bodies in this 
section.  All dead.

LIGHTHART
Cause?

PERIDONIS
I am uncertain.  Many of the bodies 
exhibited the same burns we have 
seen in here.

Marissa sighs, leans against a console.

LIGHTHART
It's as though every system on the 
ship overloaded and blew out.

RIKILIS
Everything but the transwarp drive.

Another bang, then another.  The three exchange glances.

RIKILIS (CONT'D)
Could it be Andrade's team?

LIGHTHART
The computer core is in the saucer 
section.  I doubt he's made it all 
the way down here.  Peridonis, stay 
with Rikilis.
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PERIDONIS
It is my...

LIGHTHART
If you say it's your duty to go 
I'll phaser you myself.

Peridonis frowns but stands down as Lighthart heads for the 
direction of the sound - a nearby maintenance hatch.

INT. THE OTHER ENTERPRISE - COMPUTER CORE ROOM

The work lights have all been set up, and Andrade is working 
with Celeste on getting one of the power generators connected 
to the main core.

ANDRADE
I'm glad this is our ship.  At 
least we don't have to worry about 
interface compatibility.

(beat)
Ensign?

KELLY
Sir?

ANDRADE
It's been awhile since I've checked 
the regs, but I'm pretty sure 
laughing is permitted on away 
teams.

KELLY
Sorry, Commander.  Just nervous.

ANDRADE
That's permitted too you know.

KELLY
I know.  Thank you.

(beat; off device)
I think this one's ready to go.

ANDRADE
Great.  Fire it up.

Kelly inputs a series of commands.  The small generator whirs 
to life.  For a brief second, the access panel connected to 
the core lights up as well.  It dies just as quickly, and the 
generator blinks off as well.

FRONTIERS - "Lonely Graves" - ACT TWO 27.



ANDRADE (CONT'D)
Well that wasn't supposed to 
happen.

KELLY
The generator's empty.

ANDRADE
Empty?  It was fully charged when 
we left.  Is there something wrong 
with it?

KELLY
No sir, it's fine.  It's just 
completely drained.

Andrade walks over to the core panel, tries to activate it.

ANDRADE
If that's the case, this thing 
should be on-line.  What the hell 
is going on here?

INT. THE OTHER ENTERPRISE - JEFFRIES TUBE

Lighthart carefully crawls through the darkened tunnel, her 
suit making it a bit harder to move.  The banging continues. 

She arrives at a doorway where the noise seems to originate. 
She reaches into a panel and pulls the override switch.  The 
door slides open a little.  

She puts her hands through and forces it the rest of the way 
open.  In the process, she drops her light.

LIGHTHART
Damn it.

She reaches down and picks it up, then shines it in the 
corridor.  She gasps and jumps back.  We see two bodies but 
cannot make out any features. She scans them with her suit's 
tricorder.  One is dead.  The other shows faint signs of 
life.

LIGHTHART (CONT'D)
(into her comm)

Lighthart to Enterprise.  I've 
found a survivor.
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INT. THE OTHER ENTERPRISE - COMPUTER CORE ROOM

Andrade and Celeste continue to work on the generator.  Salea 
is next to Bruce.

SALEA
Any progress?

ANDRADE
This one's drained.  We're going to 
need another one.

Before Salea can reply, her eyes glaze over once again. Bruce 
notices.

ANDRADE (CONT'D)
You all right?  Salea?

Salea backs up, into the computer core, as the ghostly voice 
returns.

SALEA (V.O.)
I can't shut it down!  We're 
trapped in the corridor!

Salea jerks out of it when Bruce touches her shoulder.  Kaol 
is also kneeling next to her.

ANDRADE
Are you okay?

SALEA
Yeah.  I'm fine.  Just lost it for 
a second there.

KAOL
That's the second time since we've 
arrived.  Perhaps I should run 
some...

Before he can finish, the comm activates.

MUNZ
(over comm)

Doctor Munz to Doctor Kaol.

KAOL
I'm here.

MUNZ
(over comm)

We have a medical emergency in the 
main ward.  We need you over here.
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INT. THE ENTERPRISE - SICKBAY

Kaol enters the room in a hurry, quickly sliding into his 
procedural attire and cleansing his hands.

KAOL
Status of the patient?

MUNZ
Commander Lighthart found her on 
the other ship.  She's nearly 
asphyxiated. It's a miracle she's 
still alive.

Kaol arrives at the bed and stops short.  His eyes grow wide 
when he sees his patient: Salea.

FADE OUT.

END OF ACT TWO
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ACT THREE

FADE IN:

INT. THE OTHER ENTERPRISE - COMPUTER CORE ROOM

Bruce and Celeste continue their work, while Salea sits 
nearby.  Bruce walks over to Salea, kneels next to her.

ANDRADE
Still dizzy?

SALEA
A little.

ANDRADE
Kaol said that's the second time it 
happened.  What's going on?

Salea pauses thoughtfully, weighing whether or not to say 
anything.

SALEA
It's stupid.  You'll laugh.

ANDRADE
Right.  The guy whose first 
impression on the Enterprise was 
beaming in with nothing on but a 
towel, is going to laugh at you.

(the two laugh)
If it's affecting your ability to 
perform here, I need to know about 
it Salea.

SALEA
(long beat)

I keep hearing a voice.  It's 
distant, disjointed, as if I'm 
hearing it underwater or something.

ANDRADE
Do you recognize it?

SALEA
I think it's me.  But I'm saying 
things that I've never actually 
said before.

Andrade considers this.
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ANDRADE
Maybe it has something to do with 
this ship, with what happened to 
it. Maybe you're hearing an echo of 
something you did.  I mean, that 
you will do.  I mean...

(sighs)
I never quite got the hang of 
temporal mechanics.

SALEA
(smiles)

That makes two of us.  Gives me a 
headache.

Celeste approaches.

KELLY
Commander, I think I have 
something.

Bruce gives Salea a reassuring smile, then heads over to work 
with Celeste.

KELLY (CONT'D)
I think the problem here is related 
to what's happening in Engineering. 
The power from the generator was 
used up almost immediately.  I 
think the transwarp drive somehow 
rerouted the power after only a few 
seconds and immediately consumed 
it.

ANDRADE
How is that possible?

KELLY
I don’t know.  But if we manually 
disconnect the power relays from 
the computer core, it should 
prevent it from happening again.

ANDRADE
We'll loose any data not stored in 
the core.

KELLY
It's the best we can do, sir, at 
least until Commander Rikilis can 
shut down the transwarp drive.  We 
can reconnect it then, download 
anything we might have missed.
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ANDRADE
All right, let's disconnect the 
relays then.

Kelly nods and slides to the floor underneath the core's 
panel.  She removes a small hatch and reaches inside, ready 
to begin.

INT. THE OTHER ENTERPRISE - MAIN ENGINEERING

Rikilis is studying his suit's tricorder, which is pointed 
directly at the core.  Peridonis remains nearby, also 
checking her readings.

RIKILIS
That power surge came from inside 
the ship.  The transwarp core is 
still trying to drain power.

PERIDONIS
Yet it continues to sustain itself.

Rikilis examines the readings for a moment.

RIKILIS
I think I see what's happening 
here. The core is...

A loud noise causes Rikilis to jump.  He turns to see 
Lighthart emerging from the maintenance hatch.

RIKILIS (CONT'D)
Did you find out what the noise 
was?

LIGHTHART
(nods)

Salea.

PERIDONIS
How did the Third get down here?

LIGHTHART
Not our Salea.  The one from this 
ship.

RIKILIS
She is alive?

LIGHTHART
She was when I had her beamed to 
the Enterprise.  Andrade wasn't so 
lucky. Any progress here?
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RIKILIS
Yes.  We experienced a brief power 
surge moments ago.

LIGHTHART
But the grid is offline.

RIKILIS
Which means it could only have come 
from one of Commander Andrade's 
generators when he tried to restore 
power to the computer core. 
Regardless, the power was 
immediately pulled into the 
transwarp system and expended.

LIGHTHART
How can it still be draining power 
from the ship?  What's keeping it 
going?

RIKILIS
Are you familiar with nuclear 
power, Commander?

LIGHTHART
A little.

RIKILIS
Tellar developed nuclear materials 
centuries before humans.  Our first 
nuclear reactor was operational 
when your world was engulfed in its 
first major war.

LIGHTHART
I’m not a history fan, Commander.  
What’s your point?

RIKILIS
To put it simply, when a nuclear 
reactor melts down it's because 
there's nothing to stop the 
abundance of neutrons being 
generated.  The fission cannot be 
stopped, and the heat melts the 
reactor core.  It essentially 
continues on until all fissionable 
material is used up.

LIGHTHART
But that's not the case here at 
all. 
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We have to continually inject 
matter and antimatter into the 
reaction chamber for the engines to 
produce power.

Rikilis almost smiles; he's pleased that he's called her on 
this.

RIKILIS
But this isn't just a warp drive. 
In transwarp engines, the reaction 
process is slightly different.  It 
produces a byproduct: three anti- 
quarks and an anti-electron.  These 
combine to form anti-hydrogen.

LIGHTHART
You mean the transwarp corridor 
MAKES antimatter?

RIKILIS
Yes.  In essence, a small amount of 
matter spontaneously turns into 
antimatter.

(examines his tricorder)
But somehow the production of this 
byproduct has increased here.  So 
much of it has been generated, it's 
created a runaway reaction.

LIGHTHART
(realizing)

A melt down.

RIKILIS
The reaction cannot be stopped.  It 
has overloaded every system on the 
ship, and continues to drain any 
power that is introduced.

LIGHTHART
Can we eject the core?

RIKILIS
There is still too much anti-
hydrogen in the plasma conduits 
themselves. Ejecting the core would 
have no effect.  Even then, the 
corridor itself is capable of 
making its own antimatter so it 
would do no good.

LIGHTHART
So what the hell do we do?
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RIKILIS
(irritated)

I do not use these words lightly - 
but I don’t know.

INT. THE OTHER ENTERPRISE - COMPUTER CORE ROOM

As before.  Kelly climbs out from under the panel.

KELLY
That should do it.  Try the 
generator.

Andrade activates the generator.  It whirs to life, as does 
the core's computer panel.  Andrade smiles.

ANDRADE
Well done, Ensign.

(to Salea)
I think it's your show, now.

SALEA
I thought you'd never ask.

Salea's tentacles fly over the keypad at an unbelievable 
speed.

SALEA (CONT'D)
(beat; working)

There, I'm in.  I should be able to 
link with the Enterprise 
computer...

(smiling beat)
...with OUR Enterprise's computer, 
and upload the data directly.

KELLY
What if the problems on this ship 
came from something in the computer 
core?

ANDRADE
I thought you said it originated in 
Engineering.

KELLY
It seems like it, but I still 
wouldn't want to chance it.

(beat)
Sir, did you take Starfleet History 
at the Academy?
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ANDRADE
Naturally.

KELLY
And do you remember the chapters 
dedicated to ships named 
Enterprise?

ANDRADE
(beat; realizes)

Okay, okay.  Salea, drop the data 
in a segregated partition of our 
ship's computer.  Make sure no 
malicious programs can get out.

SALEA
Already done.

(coy smile)
I'm full of surprises too you know.

Sito's com voice interrupts.

SITO
(over comm)

Enterprise to Commander Andrade.  
Status, please.

ANDRADE
We've managed to restore power to 
the computer core.  We're uploading 
the data to a secured partition in 
our own core to ensure it's safe.

SITO
(over comm)

I’m recalling all personnel for a 
debriefing in twenty minutes.  
There are some developments we must 
discuss.

ANDRADE
We should be done by then.

SITO
(over comm)

See that you are.  Enterprise out.

ANDRADE
(sighs)

Will we be done, Salea?

SALEA
You're asking me that AFTER you 
told him we would be?
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(smiles)
I'll see what I can do.

INT. THE ENTERPRISE - SICKBAY

Sickbay is fairly quiet.  Munz stands next to the other 
Salea, taking some readings.  The Tikaran is unconscious, but 
a monitor nearby shows us that she's stable. The doors swish 
open and Kaol enters.

KAOL
How is our patient doing?

MUNZ
She's responding well.  She should 
make a full recovery.  Which is 
impressive considering how long she 
was without air.

KAOL
Tikaran biology is quite 
fascinating.  They’re capable of 
lasting much longer without oxygen 
that most species.

The monitor becomes erratic.  Kaol turns to see the problem 
and finds Salea's eyes wide open.  She's staring him in the 
face as though she's seen a ghost.

SALEA
(frantic)

No...no, what's happened?  Who are 
you?

KAOL
Calm down, Salea.  You're in 
Sickbay. Don't you recognize me?

SALEA
Yes, but you can't be here...

She gets off the table and slides back toward the wall.

KAOL
What do you mean I can't be here.

SALEA
Stop it.  Why are you doing this to 
me?  Who are you?

Kaol approaches her slowly, his arms spread so she does not 
feel threatened.
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KAOL
Salea, I don't know what you're...

SALEA
Leave me alone!  He's dead!  Why 
are you doing this to me?

KAOL
Who's dead, Salea?

SALEA
Kaol!  Now get away!

Salea leaps at the doctor and shoves him over.  She makes for 
the door, rushes out, as Kaol struggles to his feet.

KAOL
(taps badge)

Kaol to Security.  Send a team to 
Deck 12, Section six immediately.

WILLIAMS
(over comm)

Dispatching a team now.

KAOL
Get a sedative ready and follow me!

Munz grabs a hypo and loads, then follows Kaol out the door.

INT. THE ENTERPRISE - CORRIDOR

Salea rushes down the hall, jumping back from crewmen she 
passes as though she's afraid of them.

SALEA
What's happening...?

She stumbles about, dizzy and disoriented.  It gives Kaol and 
Munz a chance to catch up with her.

KAOL
Salea, listen to me.  I am Doctor 
Kaol ir-Iuruth.  I am not dead, I 
assure you.  I want to help you.

SALEA
No...leave me alone...

She stumbles a few more steps, then falls, holding her head.

SALEA (CONT'D)
This isn't possible...
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Kaol nods to Munz, who quickly kneels by Salea and injects 
the hypo.  Salea's eyes roll back and she falls to the 
ground. Seconds later, DOYLE arrives with a security detail.

DOYLE
Doctor!

Kaol looks up and sighs.

KAOL
Impeccable timing.  Thank you, 
Lieutenant, you are no longer 
needed.

Kaol bends down and scoops up Salea, then turns and carries 
her back to Sickbay.

INT. THE ENTERPRISE - BRIEFING ROOM

Marissa, Rikilis, Peridonis, Andrade, Kelly, and Salea 
surround the table, while Sito occupies the head.

RIKILIS
Given these factors, there's 
nothing we can do to shut down the 
transwarp corridor, even if we did 
manage to shut down the other 
ship's transwarp drive.

SITO
Then our priority has to be getting 
out of this corridor and creating 
another.

RIKILIS
It's not that simple.  If this 
corridor isn't collapsed, it will 
continue to draw matter into itself 
at an increasingly faster rate.  It 
could alter the gravitational pull 
of this system, this sector, maybe 
even the quadrant.  If given enough 
time, it could become strong enough 
to pull entire star systems into 
itself.

Silence, as this sinks in.

SITO
You're certain?
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RIKILIS
(grumbling)

Of course I'm certain.  Why would I 
waste my breath if I weren't?

Sito's ridges turn red for only a moment, but he keeps his 
composure.

SITO
What are our options?

RIKILIS
We have to find a way to control 
the reaction, so that we can shut 
it down.

ANDRADE
What about super cooled dilithium?

RIKILIS
That provides us with no way of 
controlling the reaction; all it 
would do is provide a funnel for 
the antimatter.

Lighthart is silent for a moment, as if hesitant to speak. 
She decides to go forth anyway.

LIGHTHART
What if we introduce mesons into 
the corridor?  They're made up of a 
quark and an anti-quark.

RIKILIS
(working off a PADD)

Yes, perhaps.  It might be 
possible, with the right mixture, 
to control the reaction, change it 
so that it creates pentaquark 
baryons instead of anti-hydrogen.  
An electron and an anti-electron 
will also be created, but they will 
annihilate themselves. Hmm...this 
will mean additional gamma 
radiation...nothing that can't be 
accounted for...

(beat)
But we'll need a catalyst.  
Something to set off the mesons and 
begin the process.
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LIGHTHART
(long beat)

I know of something that might 
work. The introduction of Omega.

PERIDONIS
The Omega minus particles we use in 
the disruptor?

LIGHTHART
No.  The Omega Molecule.

The others are silent, except Sito.  The captain stares very 
hard at Marissa for a moment.

SITO
How do you know about that?  The 
Directive is for Captains only.

LIGHTHART
When I served on the Valiant as 
Chief Engineer, we detected the 
Omega Molecule.  I helped destroy 
it before it could decay.

SITO
You realize by bringing this up, 
you're violating thirteen Starfleet 
protocols.

LIGHTHART
(flatly)

Are you going to court martial me, 
Captain?  Or would you like to 
continue with our mission?

Sito's ridges begin to turn red.

SITO
What's your plan?

LIGHTHART
The only non-quantum form Omega 
particles can exist in is in a 
geodesic lattice structure: the 
Omega Molecule.  Our disruptor uses 
Omega minus particles, suspended in 
a quark plasma.

(working off PADD)
I believe we can use some of those 
particles to essentially 'build' an 
Omega molecule.
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SITO
Omega is highly unstable.  We both 
know what will happen if the 
molecule explodes.

(ignoring the questioning 
looks from the crew)

Are you certain the molecule will 
decay before it can explode?  I 
doubt a subspace fracture will 
improve our situation.

LIGHTHART
Yes.  It will be in stasis during 
transport, and will decay as soon 
as it rematerializes.  The problem 
we've had with Omega is in keeping 
it from decaying long enough to be 
useful without exploding.  But in 
this case, we WANT it to decay, to 
provide the catalyst.

(beat)
We can fire the Omega disruptor 
into a quantum transporter grid, 
which would then beam the particles 
to the source of this disruption, 
the other Enterprise's transwarp 
core.  I can configure the 
transporters to assemble the 
molecule en route.  Omega is 
introduced to the mixture, allowing 
the mesons to change the reaction. 
It should be enough to collapse the 
corridor.  If I'm right, Omega 
won't even have time to explode.

Rikilis snatches Marissa's PADD and examines it.

RIKILIS
It is a brilliant plan.  But once 
this Omega molecule of yours decays 
in their transwarp drive, the ship 
will be destroyed.

LIGHTHART
A small price to pay.  The only 
catch is, I'd need to use their 
transporter systems to do the 
configuration.  If something goes 
wrong, it could cause a feedback 
loop and destroy the ship. Again, 
better their ship than this one.

Sito considers this carefully.
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LIGHTHART (CONT'D)
Sir, this is the only way.

Rikilis nods in agreement.

SALEA
Wait a minute.  Isn't anyone 
considering the fact that this 
could be what happened to them?  
What if this is what destroyed the 
other Enterprise?

FUTURE SALEA (O.S.)
It's not.

The crew turns in shock to find the future Salea standing 
there.

FUTURE SALEA (CONT'D)
Hello Captain.  I'm glad to see 
you...alive.

FADE OUT.

END OF ACT THREE
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ACT FOUR

FADE IN:

INT. THE ENTERPRISE - SITO’S OFFICE

Sito sits back in his chair, listening intently to the future 
Salea.  The two are alone.

FUTURE SALEA
The last time I checked a stardate, 
it was 95891.5

SITO
Just over a month from now.

(beat)
What happened to us?

FUTURE SALEA
We were going through the transwarp 
corridor, almost to M106. Something 
went wrong.  We couldn't disengage 
the engines, we couldn't shut down 
the corridor.  One by one our 
systems started overloading.  The 
bridge...

(difficult beat)
...the view screen blew out, 
created a vacuum.  Everyone was 
sucked out. You, Kelly, Peri, 
Lighthart... Everyone but...

She trails off, overwhelmed.

SITO
But you.

The Tikaran wipes her eyes and tries to continue.

FUTURE SALEA
I held on until the bridge 
depressurized, then I made my way 
into the aft maintenance tunnel. 
Bruce took command of the ship, and 
we regrouped in Engineering.

SITO
Andrade took command?

FUTURE SALEA
(sad smile)

You should have seen him, Captain. 
He was incredible.  
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It came so naturally to him.  He 
even found the time to recite the 
Prayer of Passing for you, 
alongside Koth.

Sito squirms, obviously uncomfortable with this revelation.

SITO
If you were almost to M106, how did 
you get back here?

FUTURE SALEA
Rikilis figured out what was 
happening.  He realized the 
corridor needed to be shut down.  
He brought us back here, to these 
coordinates because here is where 
the highest concentration of 
antimatter was being created.  But 
it was already too late.  Our 
engines blew out every system on 
the ship.  Bruce and I were trying 
to repair the power grid when life 
support failed.

(beat)
I guess traveling back through the 
corridor somehow brought us back in 
time.

Sito lets all of this sink in for a moment.

SITO
Commander Lighthart has developed a 
plan that would enable us to shut 
down the corridor.  If we're 
successful, then the Enterprise 
will not experience the same fate 
as you did.  You would very likely 
cease to exist.

Salea ponders this, then shrugs.

FUTURE SALEA
We all have to go sometime, right?

(thoughtful beat)
I know I don't belong here.  I 
belong over there, with that ship 
and that crew.  Do what you have to 
do here, Captain.  Don't worry 
about me.

Sito nods in silent agreement as Salea rises and moves to the 
door.  She stops and turns.
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FUTURE SALEA (CONT'D)
It's not often that someone gets 
the chance to say good-bye to 
friends who've already died.  Would 
you mind if I made a few visits 
before this plan gets underway?

SITO
(long beat)

Go ahead.

Salea smiles sadly and withdraws.

INT. THE ENTERPRISE - SICKBAY

Kaol sits in his office, paging through a hefty Romulan 
medical text.  The doors to his office slide open.  He 
glances up to find Salea.  He smiles hesitantly.

KAOL
It's going to get confusing, trying 
to figure out which one of you is 
which.

FUTURE SALEA
You won't have that problem much 
longer.  I'm not sticking around.

KAOL
Why is that?

FUTURE SALEA
This corridor has to be shut down. 
When it is, I'll, uh, cease to 
exist.

KAOL
I see.

(beat; he studies her)
There's something different about 
you.  You seem distant.  Detached.

FUTURE SALEA
You'd be surprised how much can 
change in a month's time.

Salea enters, moves to the doctor's side, kneels down.

FUTURE SALEA (CONT'D)
I wanted to tell you how sorry I 
am.
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KAOL
For what?

FUTURE SALEA
I can't say.  Not yet.  But when 
you find out - and you will find 
out - please, don't be too harsh on 
her. She had no choice.

KAOL
What are you talking about?

FUTURE SALEA
Please, Kaol.  Promise me you won't 
hate her.

KAOL
If you're talking about...yourself, 
I find it hard to believe either of
you is capable of an action that 
would make me hate you.

FUTURE SALEA
Just promise me.

Kaol regards her for a moment.

KAOL
All right, I promise.

Salea embraces him.

FUTURE SALEA
Thank you.

She lets him go, then moves to the door.

FUTURE SALEA (CONT'D)
I wish I had more time with you.

She leaves the doctor to ponder those words.

INT. THE ENTERPRISE - MAIN ENGINEERING

We find Lighthart, Andrade, and Rikilis working on an island 
console in the middle of the room.  Peridonis approaches with 
a PADD in hand.

PERIDONIS
I have completed the modifications 
you requested.  The Omega Disruptor 
is ready.
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LIGHTHART
Excellent.  Good work, Lieutenant. 
I'll let you know if I need 
anything else.

Peridonis exits.  A few seconds later, we see Salea in the 
background.  She makes no move to come forward, she simply 
listens in.

ANDRADE
So what happens if we can't get you 
off that ship before Omega decays?

LIGHTHART
What do you think happens?

ANDRADE
I think that we lose about the only 
person familiar enough with the 
Frontier to make any sense of 
putting the damn thing together.

LIGHTHART
I just briefed Temar on everything 
he'd need to know.  My team has 
been briefed as well.  They can 
handle it.

ANDRADE
It still doesn't seem like a 
worthwhile risk to me.

LIGHTHART
It's not your decision, is it?

ANDRADE
(beat)

Let me go instead.

Bruce gets a look as if he can't believe he just said that. 
Neither can Lighthart.

LIGHTHART
You're joking.

ANDRADE
I'm the most expendable person on 
this ship.  Let me take your place.

LIGHTHART
You're insane.
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FUTURE SALEA (O.S.)
If she wants to blow herself up, 
let her.

(emerging from behind)
You're not as expendable as you 
think you are, commander.

ANDRADE
But I...

FUTURE SALEA
Can I see you in private for a 
moment?

(to Rikilis)
We're going to use your office, 
Riki. You don't mind, do ya?

Without waiting for a reply, Salea enters Rikilis' office. 
The Tellarite glances up from his console nearby.

RIKILIS
"Riki"?

ANDRADE
(shrugs)

I couldn't figure out the first 
Salea. Two of them?  Forget it.

Andrade walks into the office, PADD in hand, leaving Rikilis 
to stare after him in confusion.

INT. THE ENTERPRISE - RIKILIS' OFFICE

Andrade enters, only to be almost knocked over by Salea.  She 
tackles him, presses him against Rikilis' desk, knocking 
PADDs everywhere.  

The Tikaran embraces him passionately and kisses him.  
Andrade doesn't know what to do at first, but he returns the 
kiss.  After several long moments, she releases him.

ANDRADE
(breathless)

What was that about?

FUTURE SALEA
I hope you'll find out someday, 
Bruce. Don't push her away.  She 
needs you.

She kisses him again, this one quicker, then leaves the 
office.
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INT. THE ENTERPRISE - MAIN ENGINEERING

Bruce emerges from the office, a bit confused, his hair a 
mess.  Rikilis and Lighthart stare at him.

RIKILIS
What did you do in there?

The Tellarite shoves past him and enters his office.  He 
screams.

RIKILIS (CONT'D)
My desk!?

Bruce goes to scratch his head, but he realizes the PADD he 
had in his hand is missing.

ANDRADE
Hey...where'd that PADD go?

INT. THE ENTERPRISE - SITO’S OFFICE

Sito stares thoughtfully at his Spiran altar across the room. 
The door chime rings out but he doesn't hear it.  A second 
chime.

SITO
Come in.

Koth enters.  Sito motions for him to sit.

KOTH
I understand the crew has 
discovered a way out of the 
corridor.

SITO
(nods)

It's risky.  Reckless.  Dangerous.
(slight grin)

Typical of my crew.

KOTH
If we are successful, the other 
Enterprise will vanish?

SITO
That, or it will be destroyed by 
Omega.
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KOTH
It must be difficult for you.  It 
creates something of a paradox in 
the Par'dal'koy.

SITO
You're familiar with...

(beat, smiles)
Of course you are.

KOTH
Do you plan on visiting the other 
ship?

SITO
I haven't decided.  The bridge is a 
vacuum, and an environmental suit 
would taint the ritual.

KOTH
I'm sure Commander Andrade would be 
only too happy to install a 
generator for you, so that a 
forcefield could be put in place.

SITO
It would be inappropriate of me to 
ask him.

Koth grins knowingly.

KOTH
Then it is a good thing I asked 
already.

(off Sito's look)
Life support has been temporarily 
restored as well.  You do not need 
a suit.

Sito rises with Koth.

SITO
Thank you, Ambassador.

Sito heads for the bridge.

INT. THE ENTERPRISE - BRIDGE -- CONTINUOUS

Sito steps out onto the bridge.  He finds Andrade at Ops.

SITO
I know what you did.  Thank you.

(long beat)

FRONTIERS - "Lonely Graves" - ACT FOUR 52.



You have the bridge, Commander.  I 
won’t be long.

Sito strides to the turbolift.  A stunned Andrade walks down 
the side ramp and up the steps to the elevated command 
circle.  

He glances about, gazing at the various officers looking at 
him.  He seems nervous as he sinks into the big chair. 

Salea is at the helm, grinning.

SALEA
It suits you, Commander.

Andrade smiles, and settles in.

INT. THE OTHER ENTERPRISE - BRIDGE

The blue light of a transporter illuminates the battered and 
broken bridge.  Sito takes a moment to get his bearings. The 
pain in his eyes is tremendous as he takes in the site of his 
bridge in ruins. 

He steps down toward the command circle, every step crunching 
debris from exploded consoles.  The charred surfaces do 
little to reflect the massive light coming from the gaping 
hole in the front of the bridge. 

Sito gazes out across the transwarp corridor to his own ship, 
still aglow, still alive.  He smiles sadly, then turns to the 
command chair and sits.

SITO
The order is broken.  The 
Par'dal'koy is unfulfilled, the 
Par'dal is fallen, his vessel lies 
in ruins.

(beat)
The cause for which you died is 
just. So too is the cause we still 
live for.  I promise you, it will 
not happen again.

He rises and raises his hand to his forehead.

SITO (CONT'D)
Preparedness, order, trust, and 
harmony - forever and for all.

FRONTIERS - "Lonely Graves" - ACT FOUR 53.

SITO (CONT'D)



We remain there with Sito as he sinks back into the captain's 
chair on the broken bridge, places his head in his hands, and 
weeps softly.

FADE OUT.

END OF ACT FOUR
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ACT FIVE

FADE IN:

INT. THE ENTERPRISE - SALEA'S QUARTERS

The doors to Salea's quarters swish open.  She enters, 
looking a bit tired.  She ambles over to the replicator.

SALEA
Rokassa Juice.  Chilled.

A cup fades into existence, filled with juice.

FUTURE SALEA (O.S.)
I haven't had Rokassa Juice in 
weeks.

Salea jumps, startled.  She turns to find the other Salea, 
sitting in a chair behind her.  The counterpart takes a drink 
from a similar mug.

FUTURE SALEA (CONT'D)
I hope you don't mind, me letting 
myself in.  I mean, they're kind of 
my quarters.

SALEA
What do you want?

FUTURE SALEA
To talk.

SALEA
Maybe later.  I have to get back to 
the bridge.

FUTURE SALEA
No you don't.  You're on your 
break. You want to relax before you 
head to the bridge and try to steer 
the ship out of here.

(she taps her head)
I know you too well.

SALEA
I don't want to talk to you.

FUTURE SALEA
Why?

SALEA
You're me.  You should know.
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FUTURE SALEA
I do know, sweetie.  But you need 
to admit it to yourself.

Our Salea places her mug back in the replicator and activates 
it.  The mug vanishes.

SALEA
(long beat)

They found out, didn't they?

FUTURE SALEA
About what?

SALEA
Don't make me say it.  It's hard 
enough living with it.

FUTURE SALEA
I know it is.  And it will get even 
harder.

SALEA
But it's not my fault!  Didn't they 
understand?

FUTURE SALEA
Sito did.  Bruce did.

SALEA
But not Kaol.

FUTURE SALEA
(beat)

I already spoke to him.

SALEA
You didn't tell him.

FUTURE SALEA
Of course not.  I just made him 
promise not to hate you.  He smiled 
- you know that insufferably 
charming smile he always gets.

(they both grin)
He said he couldn't imagine you 
could do anything to make him hate 
you.

SALEA
I wish I could believe that.  
Kaol's not very good with his 
promises.
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FUTURE SALEA
I know.

(beat)
I won't intrude on you anymore.  
But I do want you to have this.

Salea produces a small, ornate box.  She opens it, allowing 
Salea to see inside.  There is a very elegant necklace.

SALEA
It's beautiful.

FUTURE SALEA
It was a gift.

SALEA
From who?

FUTURE SALEA
(coy smile)

If I told you, it'd spoil the fun. 
Just keep it.  Remember it.  
Someday, you might get it again.

Salea takes the box.

SALEA
Thanks.

FUTURE SALEA
No, thank you.  It will be nice to 
remember everyone like this, 
instead of how I last saw so many 
of them. Good luck, Salea.

The other Salea withdraws, as ours once again examines the 
necklace.

EXT. THE TRANSWARP CORRIDOR

The two Enterprises hang nose to nose in the dizzying 
corridor.

SITO (V.O.)
Captain's Log, Supplemental. We're 
moments away from executing a plan 
which we hope will free us from 
this corridor and collapse it 
behind us.  Commander Lighthart has 
already beamed over to the other 
Enterprise to make her 
preparations.
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INT. THE ENTERPRISE - BRIDGE

Sito sits in his command chair.  Bruce and Kelly are on 
standby at Ops, Salea is at the helm, and Peridonis remains 
at tactical. 

On the viewscreen, Lighthart is in the now-lit engineering 
section of the other Enterprise.

LIGHTHART
I'm ready to go here.

SITO
We've got a continual transporter 
lock on you, Commander.  We'll get 
you out of there as soon as the 
reaction begins to change.

LIGHTHART
All right.  I'm ready to begin.

Lighthart reaches for the panel in front of her, but she 
vanishes into the blue mist of a transporter beam.  The 
bridge crew reacts with surprise.

SITO
What...?

Seconds later, Lighthart appears next to him.

LIGHTHART
What the hell?

On the viewer, the future Salea appears.

FUTURE SALEA
I can't believe you guys didn't see 
this coming.  It doesn't make sense 
for any of you to stay here.  You 
don't belong over here any more 
than I do over there.

LIGHTHART
It's my job to be over there, 
'Lieutenant' Commander...

FUTURE SALEA
You know Commander, I've waited a 
long time to say this: shut the 
hell up.  This is MY Enterprise. If 
this works I'm not going to exist 
anyway, so I should be the one over 
here.
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LIGHTHART
But you haven't been briefed.

Salea holds up a PADD.

FUTURE SALEA
Yes I have.

(winks at Andrade)
Sorry Bruce.  Now, are we going to 
do this, or would you like to stay 
here for the rest of your lives?

SITO
Let's begin.  Initiate the quantum 
transport grid.

Salea grins and works on the console.

FUTURE SALEA
Done.

SITO
Peridonis, fire the Omega 
Disruptor.

EXT. THE TRANSWARP CORRIDOR

Our Enterprise unleashes the fury of the massive disruptor 
straight ahead.  The beam hits an invisible barrier of some 
kind, and we hear the distinct whir of a transporter.

INT. THE OTHER ENTERPRISE - MAIN ENGINEERING

Salea glances at the transwarp core, as we hear the beam-in 
complete.  She checks her console.

FUTURE SALEA
So far so good.  It looks like 
Omega has been assembled 
successfully. I'm releasing the 
mixture.  Get ready to go.

SITO
Helm, lay in a course out of the 
corridor.  Standby.

Suddenly the warp core begins to tremble.

FUTURE SALEA
Something's wrong...

(off console)
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The catalyst is causing a reaction, 
but it's not fast enough.  The 
Omega Molecule is decaying too 
quickly!

(nervous)
That can't be right.  Shit!

EXT. THE TRANSWARP CORRIDOR

The vast corridor begins to shake and shimmer.  Glimpses of 
normal space can be seen only to vanish a second later.

INT. THE ENTERPRISE - BRIDGE

The crew looks on with concern.

SITO
What's happening over there?

FUTURE SALEA
Get out of here, now!  I'll try to 
hold...

(static)
...I can, but you need to...

(static)
...before it's too late!

Static overtakes the viewscreen and is replaced by an image 
of the other Enterprise.  

The dead ship seems to come to life, as we can almost see the 
hull plating begin to shake. Explosions rock the nacelles, as 
the corridor continues to phase in and out.

KELLY
Omega is decaying too quickly!  She 
won't be able to stop it!

SITO
Salea, get us out of here!

The Tikaran's tentacles fly over the control panel in front 
of her.

EXT. THE TRANSWARP CORRIDOR

The Enterprise begins to move slowly past the dead ship, 
which has lost several more pieces of hull plating.
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INT. THE ENTERPRISE - BRIDGE

As before.  Sito sits on the edge of his chair, intently 
watching the viewer.

SITO
Are we far enough away yet?

SALEA
No sir.

(beat; she pales)
We're not going to make it.

EXT. THE TRANSWARP CORRIDOR

As our Enterprise continues to move away, the dying 
Enterprise bursts into a ball of FIRE!  

The explosion is gargantuan, sending a shockwave of terrible 
power in all directions. 

Our Enterprise is immediately caught up in the shockwave. The 
ship looses all control and is pushed violently forward.

INT. THE ENTERPRISE - BRIDGE

The crew - save Salea, who holds on with her extra tentacles - 
have been thrown from their chairs.  The viewer is distorted, 
showing a confusing array of color, light, and static. 
Consoles explode.  Lights flicker.

SITO
What's happening?

SALEA
(barely holding on)

We've exceed maximum transwarp 
velocities.  We're being thrown 
forward!

EXT. THE TRANSWARP CORRIDOR

The corridor seems to vanish around the Enterprise.  As soon 
as its gone, the mighty ship's speed drops dramatically. 
She's adrift on her axis, but slows to almost a dead stop.
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INT. THE ENTERPRISE - BRIDGE

The bridge is quiet.  Salea remains in her seat, breathing 
heavily.  She looks around as the rest of the crew begins to 
recover.  

Sito is the first to his feet.  Behind him, Andrade helps 
Kelly up.

SITO
Report.

Salea checks her console.

SALEA
This can't be right.

SITO
What is it?

She checks again, then one more time.  A look of panic takes 
over her face. 

SALEA
The corridor's gone.  But according 
to this...

(upset)
This can't be...

SITO
Damn it Salea, where are we?

SALEA
(with shock)

Nowhere.

SITO
What do you mean nowhere?

Sito looks over her shoulder at the positioning system.

SALEA
There are no stars... no 
positioning beacons... nothing.

SITO
Disengage viewscreen.

The screen disappears.  Sito walks to the window in front of 
the helm and looks out upon the vast emptiness.
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EXT. THE ENTERPRISE

The mighty starship is completely alone. 

The massive, lonely Enterprise drifts forward, consumed all 
too soon by unrelenting, suffocating blackness.

FADE TO BLACK.
